To be eligible, guests must provide proof of service such as: U.S. Uniform Services Identification
Card, U.S. Uniform Services Retired Identification Card, Current Leave and Earnings Statement,
Veterans Organization Card, DD214, Citation or Commendation. In addition, guests may wear their
uniform or provide a picture of them in uniform.

Applebee’s also will provide cards in its Kansas City locations for non-military guests to write a
note of thanks to servicemen and women. The cards will be collected throughout May for Military
Appreciation Month and delivered to local military organizations.

The cards are part of Applebee’s Thank You Movement, a year-round initiative to say “thanks” to
veterans and active duty military personnel. To date, the movement has collected 2.6 million posts,
texts and videos, along with a live rolling counter of “thank yous.” Military personnel can visit the
Thank You Movement to see and hear heartfelt thanks from those they serve.
